
TIBETAN SHAMAN’S
“MIRROR” (MELONG)
The bronze melong is integral to
ritual healing for Tibetan
shamans. It is used in divination
as the deities and spirits appear in
the “mirror”. It also serves as a
receptacle for the shaman’s soul
when he is on a shamanic jour-
ney. Hand struck, no two alike.

PEACOCK FEATHER FAN
An essential part of a ritual
altar, peacock feathers convert
poisons from the heart, mind,
and soul into beauty.

RIDDHA MALA
The black mala of the shaman’s
lineage. Riddha mala are worn
only by shamans. The riddha
“beads” are actually seeds
famous for their exorcising pow-
ers. Each mala has 108 beads
plus one guru bead.

RUDRAKSHA MALA
(LARGE WITH RED FELT)

All rudraksha mala are the tears
of Shiva who cried when he saw
the suffering of the world. His
tears fell to earth, & grew into
the rudraksha tree, which yields
the seeds from which the malas
are made.Worn by Buddhists,
Hindus, shamans & holy men
alike. The large malas are strung
from 40 rudraksha seeds & 41
boddhisitta (enlightenment) beads

72 rudraksha seeds with guru
bead and rainbow string

(SMALL BEADS)

108 small rudraksha seeds, very

CRYSTAL MALA
108 beads of healing crystal.
used to extract illnesses that
attack body, mind and soul.

PUJA (ALTAR) CLOTH
Hand-tailored, fully-lined round
(48'') ritual cloth with eight rain-
bow-hued panels, each embroi-
dered with one of the eight aus-
picious signs of Buddhism.

SACRED DAGGER (PHURBA)
Hand-carved wooden “dagger”
used by shamans as a healing
tool for extraction. When used
correctly, the phurba takes out
spirit intrusions that cause ill-
ness, replacing them with the
elixir of healing. Each phurba is
individually crafted by shamans;
no two alike.

SHAMAN’S BELLS
Small, lightweight Shaman’s bells
are strung on hand-woven cot-
ton belts and worn over the
shoulder and torso. When spirit
embodies the shaman, causing
the shaman to shake, the bells
announce Spirit’s presence.

CONCH
The sound of deities and spirits
come forth from these hand-
carved conch shells. The conch
is the symbol of Vishnu, in
whose dream our reality takes
place. Selected for quality of
sound and artistic renderings.
Approximately 8” in length. No
two alike.

SACRED BRUSHES WITH
PEACOCK FEATHERS
Brushes are often used by
shamans to “brush” away illness-
es and the negative influences
that cause them.

SACRED WATER VESSEL
(BUMBA)
Sacred water vessel and symbol
of the goddess, these solid brass
vessels hold healing water and
are an essential part of every
shamanic altar and offering.
Important for soul cleansing
prior to retrieval. High quality

Thanka painting is a highly evolved
art in the Himalayas, & thanka have
been used for centuries as a medita-
tion tool for both the painter &
Buddhist practitioners. Deities
depicted in the scrolls become
embodied with life & thereafter serve
as teachers for the meditators.
